MINIMUM SIGHT DISTANCE GUIDELINES
FOR DRIVEWAYS OR ROADWAY APPROACHES ONTO A COUNTY ROAD

Sight distances for residential driveways shall be measured at an offset of 10 feet from the
traveled edge of the roadway. For commercial driveways and public or private road epproaches,
sight distances shall be measured at an offset of 15 feet from the traveled edge of the roadway

Specifications. All work performed under this permit must be done in accordance with the plans, specifications,
maps and statements filed with the Commission and must comply with the Commissions’ current requirements and
specifications on file at its offices and M.D.O.T. specifications.
Fees and Costs. Permit Holder shall be responsible for all fees incurred by the Commission in connection with this
permit and shall deposit estimated fees and costs as determined by the Commission, at the time the permit is issued.
Bond. Permit Holder shall provide a cash deposit, letter of credit in a form and amount acceptable to the
Commission at the time permit is issued.
Insurance. Permit Holder shall furnish proof of liability and property damage insurance in the amount stated on
this permit naming the Commission as an insured. Such insurance shall cover a period not less than the term of this
permit and shall provide that it cannot be cancelled without ten (10) days advance written notice by certified mail
with return receipt required to the Commission.
Indemnification. Permit Holder shall hold harmless and indemnify and keep indemnified the Commission, its
Officers and employees from all claims, suits and judgements to which the Commission, its officers, or employees
may be subject and for all costs and actual attorney fees which may be incurred on account of injury to persons or
damage to property, including property of the Commission, whether due to the negligence of the Permit Holder or
the joint negligence of the Permit Holder and the Commission, arising out of the work under this permit, or in
connection with work not authorized by this permit, or resulting from failure to comply with the terms of this permit, or
arising out of the continued existence of the work product which is the subject of this permit.

Notification of Start and Completion of Work. Permit Holder must notify the Commission at least 48 hours
before starting work and must notify the Commission when work is completed.

Restoration and Repair of Road. Permit Holder agrees to restore the road and right-of-way to a condition equal
to or better than its condition before the work began; and to repair any damage to the road right-of-way which is
the result of the facility whenever it occurs or appears.
Limitation of Permit. This permit does not relieve Permit Holder from meeting other applicable laws and
regulations of other agencies. Permit Holder is responsible for obtaining additional permits or releases which may
be required in connection with this work from other governmental agencies, public utilities, corporations and
individual, including property owners Permission may be required from the adjoining property owners.
Revocation of Permit. The permit may be suspended or revoked at will, and the Permit Holder shall surrender this
permit and alter, relocate or remove its facilities at its expense at the request of the Commission.
Violation of Permit. This permit shall become immediately null and void if Permit Holder violates the terms of this permit
and the Commission may require immediate removal of Permit Holder’s facilities, or the Commission may remove them
without notice at Permit Holder’s expense.
Assignability. This permit may not be assigned without the prior approval of the Commission. If approval is granted, the
assignor shall remain liable and the assignee shall be bound by all the terms of this permit.
This permit is subject to supplemental specifications on file with the Road Commission and Act 200 of Public Acts of 1969.

The following items must be submitted to the Jackson County Road Commission for review and
approval prior to acceptance of paved private roads into the public road system.

Review fee per the most recent J.C.R.C. Permit Fee Schedule (currently $200.00 +
$10.00 per lot).

Road sign fees, if applicable, per the most recent J.C.R.C Permit Fee Schedule.

Warranty Deed that describes the right-of-way where the road is located. If additional
right-of-way was needed along the connecting county road, that should be included in
the Warranty Deed as well.

Bank letter of credit or certified check in the amount of 10% of actual construction within
the right-of-way or $10,000.00, whichever is greater, to guarantee satisfactory
performance of the specified improvements for a period of two (2) years following
acceptance.

Inspector Daily Reports (IDR’s) from the engineering firm responsible for the project
during construction.

Material Testing Reports from the responsible engineering firm or a 3™ party. These
reports shall include sieve analysis of sand and aggregate and density of same,
bituminous extractions and densities for each lift; slump and air-entrainment tests for
concrete and subsequent 7 and 28-day cylinder breaks. Pavement cores will be taken
along the road to verify depths of each pavement layer.

One set of as-built drawings.

The Jackson County Road Commission will prepare a punch list indicating all deficiencies to the
road including the right-of-way that must be corrected. This report will be sent to the current
property owner. Upon submission of these appropriate documents, the Engineering
Department will refer the project to the Board of Jackson County Road Commissioners for
approval at a regularly scheduled board meeting.
